Halloween Parade 

Pumpkin Pancakes 

 This recipe cap-

tures the essence of Fall 

with its seasonal ingredi-

ents. It is simple and 

delicious allowing you 

to bond with your child 

while cooking. This rec-

ipe is located at moms 

confession.com which 

boasts many other reci-

pes that are children-

friendly.  

Ingredients: 

¶ 1 cup pumpkin puree 

¶ 1 egg 

¶ 2 Tbsp. vegetable or canola oil 

¶ 1 İ cups of milk 

¶ 2 tsp. vanilla extract 

¶ 2 cups all-purpose flour 

¶ 4 Tbsp. brown sugar (packed) 

¶ İ tsp. salt 

¶ 2 tsp. baking powder 

¶ 1 tsp. baking soda 

¶ 1 Tbsp. pumpkin pie spice 

¶ 1 tsp. ground cinnamon 

Items: 

¶ Large and small mixing bowl 

¶ Whisk 

¶ Large skillet 

¶ Non-stick cooking spray 

¶ Oversize pancake spatula 

Instructions: 
1) In a large mixing bowl whisk; 
milk, egg, pumpkin, vanilla, and 
oil. 

2) In a separate bowl mix flour, 
brown sugar, baking powder, bak-
ing soda, pumpkin pie spice, and 
salt. 

3) Stir dry ingredients into pumpkin 
mixture until combined. 

4) Spray a large skillet with non-
stick cooking spray. 

5) Scoop approximately ı cup of 
pancake batter into the skillet. 

6) When it begins to bubble, flip 
your pancake and brown on oppo-
site side. 

7) Drizzle syrup and serve!
